Dear Participant:

The Silver Spring Regional Center is very pleased that you will be participating in the Montgomery County Thanksgiving Parade on Saturday November 20, 2010.  We are excited about this year’s participants and sincerely appreciate your involvement.  This letter provides you with some specific directions for the day of the parade. 

Your unit location and Section Number/ Line-up Order can be found on the attached list. 
The parade route is the same as in past years, but has switched direction.  Parking for parade participants is at the end of the route at the Garage between Sligo and Silver Spring Avenues with additional access from Fenton Street.  Line-up for units is near Veterans Plaza at either the Town Center Garage off of Roeder Road (no vehicles can park here) or the lot off of Veterans Place.  Attached is a map of the parade route including sections.  Upon arrival to your section you are to immediately check in with the leader of that section and find your designated line-up space.  
Only vehicles driving in the parade will be allowed into the line-up with a vehicle pass.  All other units must drop off participants [see Roeder Rd drop off directions on attached page], park, and walk to your assigned place.  

After checking in and finding your space, you may feel free to leave to get refreshments, as long as all members are back in formation ten minutes prior to your step-off.  Due to the fact that the parade is televised, we CANNOT make adjustments to the parade order.  Therefore, if your group is late or has not checked in they will not be able to participate in the parade.  

TELEVISION INFORMATION:  All units need to be approximately 8’ behind the group in front of them so that there is never a time when the television screen is blank.  You MUST follow staff directions about stopping and going, speeding up and slowing down.  Units that have not been asked to perform in front of the grandstand must walk through in order to get all 120 units of the parade through before the broadcast ends.  GROUPS THAT CAN NOT OR WILL NOT FOLLOW INSTRUCTIONS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED BACK IN FUTURE YEARS.
